A substantial number of physician
electromyographers applying for network admission In
eighteen states do not adhere to AAEM Guidelines. Our
results indicate education through an EMG network using
AAEM guidelines can complement the educational efforts
of the AAEM to improve the quality of EMG and NCS,
although there is clearly a need for further research In this
Important area.
